In case of
a student migrating from a CBSE affiliated School, the schools shall
mention in the Transfer Certificate AFFILIATED TO THE CENTRAL BOARD
OF SECONDARY EDUCATION below the name and address of the school
along with the Affiliation Code No. [Applicable for the admission to Class
II to XII only]

b) One recent passport size photograph of the child.

c) Photocopy of child’s passport (First Page, Visa Page and Last Page).

d) Photocopy of child’s Resident Card (If available).

e) Photocopy of child’s father passport (First Page, Visa Page and Last Page).

f) Photocopy of child’s father Resident Card.

g) Photocopy of child’s mother passport(First Page, Visa Page and Last Page)

h) Photocopy of child’s mother Resident Card.

i) Copy of the last Progress Report issued by the previous school.

j) Photocopy of Immunization /Vaccination record of the child.

k) Photocopy of the latest electricity bill.
